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DWR Raises 2010 Water

Mountain snowpack raises allocation to 30 per-
cent. 
 
Sacramento - - -Citing April’s wintry Sierra 
storms, the department of Water Resources (DWR) 
today increased its 2010 allocation of State Water 
project deliveries to 30 percent. 
 
“The spring storms have been good to California’s 
snowpack, allowing us to increase our water deliv-
eries to communities, farms and businesses this 
year,” said DWR Director Mark Cowin.  “Still, 
three years of drought, low reservoir storage and 
regulatory limits on Delta pumping to protect fish 
keep our allocations far below average and under-
score the need for ongoing conservation across the 
state.” 
 
The SWP allocation had been set at 20 percent of 
contractors’ requests earlier in April.  The initial 
2010 allocation estimate, made back in December 
2009, was 5 percent.  That projection rose incre-
mentally as snowpack accumulated during winter 
and early spring.  Later in May, DWR expects to 
make a final allocation announcement. 
 
Electronic snow surveys indicate that statewide, 
water content in the mountain snowpack is 132 
percent of normal for the date.  Electronic readings 
may be found at http://cdec.water.ca.gov/cgi-progs/
snow/DLYSWEQ 
 
A final manual snow survey will be conducted on 
April 30. 
 
Lake Oroville in Butte County, the key Northern 
California storage reservoir for the State Water 
project (SWP), remains low, at 55 percent of ca-
pacity, recovering slowly after three consecutive 
dry years.

Fishery agency restrictions on Delta pumping con-
tinue to limit amounts of water that can be deliv-
ered to SWP contractors serving the Bay Area, San 

Joaquin Valley, Central Coast and Southern Cali-
fornia. 
 
In 2009, the SWP delivered 40 percent of the 
amount requested by the 29 public agencies with 
long-term contracts to buy SWP water.  The SWP 
contractors deliver water to about 25 million Cali-
fornians and 750,000 acres of irrigated farmland. 
 
DWR, in partnership with the Association of Cali-
fornia Water Agencies, will continue to run the 
Save Our Water program.  The program, which 
was created by Gov. Schwarzenegger’s 2009 
drought declaration, aims to educate Californians 
about easy ways to conserve water indoors and 
outdoors.

Rain May Actually Hurt State  
Water Bond

From a foothill view above Pine Flat Dam, the 
spring rain is beautiful. Fast-moving dark clouds 
appear. The heavens open. Water collects in fast-
rising creeks and tumbles into the lake. Farmers 
rejoice. 
 
But the salvation brought by this year's bountiful 
rain will soon give way to political reality. As 
cruel as it might sound, backers of the much-
needed $11 billion state water bond on the No-
vember ballot needed another bone-dry year to 
win over voters. 
 
The experts say that a wet year, by itself, doesn't 
mark the end of a drought. They say that this 
could be a mere reprieve in a long drought, and 
the condition of California's complex water sys-
tem can't be assessed simply by measuring rain or 
the Sierra snowpack over a single year.

Desert is Oasis For Homeowner  
Carlson

Pat Carlson's curvy front yard looks like a desert 
landscape. 
  
A picturesque mingling of color and texture - 
boulders, golden decomposed granite and light 
green and dark brown crushed rock with drought
-thriving plants, such as agave, redbud tree and 
kangaroo paws - are what the Thousand Oaks 
homeowner and her landscaping/design team of 
Anthony Marshall and Mark Matthews decided 
to go for.  
 
"It just seemed like a waste to be pouring so 
much water on grass," Carlson says, adding her 
3,000-square-foot 1960 contemporary-style 
home was surrounded by lawn until last summer 
when she decided to relandscape. "Now it looks 
like I'm living in Tucson."  
 
Carlson's desert garden is now one of five stops 
on the 37th Annual Garden & Patio Tour, a 
scholarship fundraiser sponsored by the West-
lake Village Garden Club. The self-guided tour, 
on April 25, offers visitors the chance to stroll 
through well-kept gardens in a variety of styles.  
 
"We try to showcase gardens that people would 
be inspired by," says Lovita Vandenberg, co-
chair of the tour recalling a cottage garden from 
two years ago that resonated with her for its 
chickens, water features and beautiful pathways. 
"Right now the big focus is on drought-tolerant 
gardens because of our water situation."  
 
In the backyard of Carlson's home, there's a 

small patch of grass that flows into a colorful 
mosaic of ice plants, including flowering sedum 
and Senecio. She also grows vegetables and en-
joys photographing visitors in her butterfly gar-
den and a newly installed bird garden, with its 
birdbath, feeders and colorful plants such as 
Heliotrope, yarrow and bluish-gray Artemisia.  
One side of her house features 40-year-old poin-
settia plants.  
 
But what you won't see in Carlson's garden is 
cactus. As she puts it, "I tried to avoid thorny 
things and go more with succulents like agaves 
and aloes and cute little ones.  
 
"I wanted it to be sparse because the desert is."

Most voters, however, aren't water experts. 
They know that it has rained, and that 
means one less thing to worry about. Now, 
they are free to focus on finding work, pay-
ing off credit cards and opposing another 
run-up of state bond debt.  
 
The water-bond proposal resulted from long 
and hard negotiations. To get it on the bal-
lot, Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger and law-
makers had to promise something for every-
body. 
 
The farmers got money for dams. The envi-
ronmentalists got Sacramento-San Joaquin 
Delta restoration. And folks on the sidelines 
received sweeteners such as bike trails and 
watershed education centers. 
 
But that's a lot of fodder for opponents. 
It either shouldn't include dams or doesn't 
have enough dams. Some people believe it 
will pave the way for a controversial periph-
eral canal generally opposed by Northern 
California interests. With its hefty price tag, 
other people -- particularly public employee 
unions -- say that taxpayers can't afford the 
bond. 
 
A fourth year of drought, rationing and wa-
ter rate hikes would've commanded public 
attention. Voters would've been more recep-
tive to the reasons for passing the bond. 
 
Without repairs to aging Delta levees, a 
major earthquake could cut off water for 25 
million Californians for as a long as two 
years. The entire state economy -- not just 
agriculture -- suffers because of reliance on 
a decaying water system built when Califor-
nia had half as many people as it has now. 
It's indisputable that the ecology of the delta 
is stressed and on the verge of collapse.
