The Inland Empire Utilities Agency (IEUA/Agency) is pleased to offer 
FREE Water Discovery field trips to the Chino Creek Wetlands and 
Educational Park in the city of Chino. The Water Discovery Field Trip 
program focuses on water conservation, wetlands and watershed 
issues. The program incorporates hands-on activities that are tailored 
to grade levels and engages students in learning about current water 
and environmental challenges in a fun, outdoor environment. The 
program also aligns with California State Curriculum Standards; 
Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (STEM) and Next 
Generation Science Standards (NGSS).

IEUA, in partnership with the city of Chino, holds an annual Earth Day 
Celebration at the Chino Creek Wetlands and Educational Park for 
elementary school students. Students participate in a variety of 
activities. Scheduled field trips and busing grants are available for this 
annual event. With space being limited, be sure to sign up in advance.

Busing Mini-Grant
IEUA offers a Busing Mini-Grant, which allows schools and 
organizations to apply for transportation funding to and from the 
Chino Creek Wetlands and Educational Park to take part in the Water 
Discovery Field Trip program. 

The Water Discovery and Busing Mini-Grant program are partially funded by a grant from 
the California Department of Parks and Recreation.The Chino Creek Wetlands and 
Educational Park is partially funded by a grant from the State Water Resources Control 
Board.

Project WET is a FREE water education workshop for educators. 
Teachers attending the workshop will receive a Project WET 
Curriculum Guide filled with water-related lessons and activities. The 
Project WET curriculum corresponds with the Common Core 
Standards, Next Generation Science Standards and STEM. Check out

WEWAC
Additional grants, scholarships and contests are available through the 
Water Education Water Awareness Committee (WEWAC). The mission 
of WEWAC is to promote water-use efficiency and to increase public 
awareness of the importance of water in southern California. 

Garden in Every School
Since 2004, IEUA has reached over 19,000 students with its award 
winning Garden in Every School® (GIES)  program. GIES educates the 
school family and community about water-wise usage through a 
garden landscape, featuring drought tolerant plants and efficient 
irrigation.
